Melissa Clarke is a Brooklyn NY based multi-media artist; she was born in Syracuse NY. Her work has exhibited at places such as the Queens Museum Gallery at Bullova Center, Dixon Place, and Issue project Room.

The range of Clarke’s interests can be seen in her interdisciplinary collaborations with others in fields as intriguing as geophysics, to film, and experimental theater. Her solo projects such as snohole, and her new work based on the Civil War, American travels, insects, and sweeteners, …the intractable journey, are similarly created out of layers of her research, audio, video, and still material shot in various locations, and her creation of material in the studio by digital and analogue means. With references to literature, introspection and curiosity—this work delves into the physicality beneath the narrative, perceptually fluctuating moments, and the poetic in conceptually divergent ways; pieces often evoking the experience of place and time in seemingly infinite transition, emerging without protagonists is a shifting place between sense memory and temporal traces of physical events.
